CURRICULUM OVERVIEW

Our curriculum follows much of the content of the English National Curriculum which is
taught through an inquiry-based transdisciplinary learning approach by our experiences
IB-trained teachers.

The academic leadership team has worked together for a number of years implementing
the IB PYP at ESU’s long-established sister school, The English School of Mongolia.

Students at ESU learn through inquiry, applying their learning to real-world contexts that
are relevant to them.

The curriculum respects and celebrates Uzbek culture, through Language and the Arts.

The rigorous academic programme includes English, Maths, Science, Health, Physical
Education, Visual Arts, Music and Dance, as well as both Uzbek and Russian langages.

The curriculum is supported by distinctly British features such as Form Tutors, Assemblies
and a House System.
